Welcome to Marshfields Maths Page 

Division Methods  
At Marshfields we encourage all 

pupils to keep practising their times 
tables as this helps with many aspects 

of the maths curriculum, including 
division. 
Even if pupils cannot remember all 

their tables ς IT DOES NOT MATTER ς 

by encouraging your child to keep 

adding on numbers to work out the 

answer it is just as helpful.  

The easiest method for our pupils 

using small numbers is to SHARE.  

More able pupils can also use their Times-Table 
knowledge =  3 X 4 = 12 so 12 ÷ 4 = 3 

4 X 5 = 20 so 20 ÷ 5 = 4 
  6 X 3 = 18 so 18 ÷ 3 = 6  
Sometimes the answers will have REMAINDERS (r) ς 
this happens if the number does not share out 
equally into the groups, eg 13 ÷ 4 = 3 r1.  

The method is exactly the same but as you are left 
with one this becomes the remainder.
