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Paying for School Activities

At Marshfields School, we want every child to be able to take part in school life.
We try to keep costs low and make sure money does not stop children learning or joining in.
What the school does not charge for
• Lessons during the school day
• School books, equipment, or materials
• Exams your child is learning for at school
• Religious education
• Travel to school when the council must provide it
• Learning on school trips during school time

What the school does charge for
• School meals (unless your child gets free school meals)
• Day trips or special events
• Residential trips
• School uniform
• Damage to school property

School meals
School meals cost £3.77 per day. Children who receive Free School Meals do not pay.
Voluntary contributions
Sometimes the school may ask for a voluntary contribution. You do not have to pay, and no child will miss out if you cannot.
Help with costs
In some cases, the school may reduce or remove costs. Parents can talk to the school if they are worried about money.
In simple words
Learning is free. Some activities cost money. Help is available if needed, and no child should miss out.
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
