Who helps when a child is hurt?
• The school has trained first aiders

What first aiders do
• Help with small cuts, bumps, and bruises
• Care for children who feel unwell
• Call parents when needed
• Call an ambulance if it is serious

First aid at school and on trips
• First aid is available all day at school
• First aid kits are around the school
• First aid kits go on school trips and sports visits
• School buses carry first aid kits

Keeping things clean and safe
• Staff wear gloves when needed
• Equipment is kept clean
• Used items are thrown away safely

Telling parents
Parents are told about injuries and accidents.

Checking and training
• First aid kits are checked regularly
• Staff get regular training
