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Keeping Everyone Safe at School

At Marshfields School, keeping children safe and well is very important.
We work hard to make sure children are safe at school, adults know what to do, the building is safe, and emergencies are handled quickly.

How the school keeps children safe
• Buildings and equipment are checked often
• There are enough adults to help children
• Staff are trained to work safely
• Clear safety rules are followed

Who helps with safety?
• The Headteacher and school leaders check safety every day
• Staff look after children like a careful parent would
• Governors help check rules are followed
• Children and parents help by following safety rules

Fire safety
• Fire drills are practised
• Exit signs are clear
• Fire alarms are tested regularly

If there is a fire
• Everyone leaves the building safely
• Children line up with their class
• Adults check everyone is safe

First aid and accidents
• Trained adults help if a child is hurt
• First aid kits are available
• Serious accidents are written down
• Parents are told when needed






Trips and visits
• Trips are planned carefully
• Risks are checked before going out
• First aid is taken on trips
• There is always a trained adult

Clean and safe spaces
• The school is kept clean
• Cleaning products are used safely
• Dangerous items are stored safely

Safety comes first. Adults are trained. Children are looked after, and parents are kept informed.
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
