Our School Mobile Phone Promise

At Marshfields School, we want children to be safe, happy, and ready to learn.
Mobile phones can be useful, but they must be used carefully.
Children and mobile phones
• Children may bring a phone only if they need it
• Phones are handed in at the start of the day
• Phones stay locked away safely until home time
• Phones must be switched off, not just on silent

What children must not do
Children must not:
• Use phones in lessons
• Take photos or videos of others
• Use phones in toilets or changing rooms
• Send unkind or hurtful messages
• Use phones to bully others

If rules are broken
• Phones may be taken away
• Phones are returned at the end of the day
· Phones may need to be collected by parents
• Repeated problems may lead to stronger consequences

Parents, carers and visitors
• Keep phones on silent on school grounds
• Do not take photos or videos of children
• Do not use phones around children

Lost or broken phones
Phones are brought to school at your own risk. The school cannot replace lost or broken phones.
