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Our School Remote Learning Promise
At Marshfields School, we want children to keep learning even when they cannot come to school. We make sure learning at home is safe, clear, kind, and as similar to school as possible.

When is remote learning used?
Remote learning may be used when a child needs to stay at home, a class or pathway is closed, or a child is waiting for test results etc.

What learning looks like at home
• Children follow their usual school timetable where possible
• English and Maths are taught every day
• Other subjects like Science, Art, and PSHE are included
• Learning includes online and paper-based work

How work is shared
• Work is shared using SIMs Parent App
• Printed learning packs are provided if needed
• Books and hands-on activities are included

Helping children with extra needs
Children with SEND get work that is right for them and are fully supported.

Keeping in touch
• Teachers check in each week
• Feedback is given on work
• Parents can contact school for help

Staying safe online
• School systems are used for learning
• Online safety rules are followed
• Parents help keep children safe online at home

What we ask from parents
• Help keep a daily routine
• Encourage children to try their best
• Tell school if work cannot be completed
• Ask for help when needed
