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Keeping Children Safe at Our School

At Marshfields School, keeping children safe is our most important job.
We work together to make sure children feel safe, listened to, cared for, and protected from harm.
What does safeguarding mean?
Safeguarding means looking after children, helping them feel safe, and acting quickly if something is wrong.

Helping children feel safe
• We listen when children talk
• We teach children how to stay safe
• We help children understand their feelings
• We show children who they can talk to

Children are taught that:
• Their body belongs to them
• It is okay to say no
• It is okay to ask for help

If a child is worried
Children can talk to a teacher, a teaching assistant, or any trusted adult in school.

If school is worried about a child
Staff write concerns down, share them with the safeguarding team, and get extra help if needed.

Keeping children safe online
Children are taught how to use the internet safely and to tell an adult if something feels wrong online.

Working with parents
We work closely with parents and carers, sharing concerns early and keeping information private.

Safe adults in school
The school checks and trains all adults who work with children.

In simple words
Children come first. We listen, we act, and we work together to keep children safe.
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
