School social media pages
The school uses official Facebook pages to share news, events, reminders, and celebrations.
Photos are only shared when parents have given permission.
What the school will not post
• Photos or names without permission
• Unkind or hurtful comments
• Political messages
• Arguments or complaints

Being kind and respectful online
We ask everyone to use kind words, be respectful, and think before posting.

Staff and social media
• Staff do not add pupils as friends
• Staff do not post pictures of pupils
• Staff do not talk about children or families online

Children and social media
Children are taught to be kind online and tell an adult if something feels wrong.
Parents and carers
Parents should be respectful online, not post photos of other children, and share concerns with the school directly not on Facebook.

Keeping everyone safe
Staff are trained, posts are checked, and the policy is reviewed every year.
