Transition into Marshfields
We recognise that transition is a key stage in a child’s journey. We provide a structured and supportive transition programme to ensure pupils feel confident, prepared and ready to learn.
Transition Process
· Initial placement is based on information from previous settings and professional reports
· Pupils attend a range of transition events to familiarise themselves with the school
· Staff work closely with families to understand individual needs
Assessment and Regrouping
Between September and October, we carry out detailed assessments and observations. This allows us to review each pupil’s needs and ensure they are in the most appropriate class and pathway.
Any regrouping is carefully considered and communicated directly with families.
Transition Events
We offer a comprehensive transition programme to support pupils and families.
Key Events
· Transition Evening – Thursday 4th June, 3:30–6:00pm
Meet your child’s teacher and Pathway Lead, visit classrooms and receive key information about the new school year
· Secondary New Starters Tour – Friday 5th June, 1:30pm
· Primary New Starters Tour – Friday 12th June, 1:30pm
Parent Events
· Wednesday 17th June, 9:30–10:30am – Year 7 parents invited to a coffee morning hosted by Pathway Leads
· Thursday 18th June, 9:30–10:30am – Primary Enrichment, Engagement and Enhancement parent session
· Friday 19th June, 1:30–2:30pm – Primary Explorers parent session with Pathway Lead and Senior Leadership Team
These events provide opportunities to build relationships, ask questions and understand how the school operates.
Move Up Sessions
· Move Up Morning – Monday 29th June, 9:25–10:50am
Pupils visit their new classes and take part in introductory activities
· Move Up Morning Extended Visit – Wednesday 1st July, 9:25–11:50am
Pupils experience a full morning of lessons including Literacy, Numeracy and Science, as well as breaktime
· Move Up Afternoon – Friday 3rd July, 1:00–2:30pm
Pupils take part in creative, exploratory or physical activities
· Full Move Up Days – Tuesday 7th July, Thursday 9th July and Wednesday 15th July
Pupils attend school as normal and spend time in their new classes throughout the day
These sessions allow pupils to:
· Meet their new teacher and peers
· Experience classroom routines
· Build confidence in the new environment



Curriculum and Pathways
Our curriculum is carefully designed to meet the needs of pupils with a wide range of special educational needs and disabilities.
We deliver a broad, balanced and ambitious curriculum through four clearly defined pathways:
· Explorers
· Enrichment
· Engagement
· Enhancement
Each pathway provides:
· A personalised approach to learning
· A focus on communication, independence and life skills
· Opportunities to develop knowledge, skills and understanding over time
The curriculum is adapted to ensure all pupils can access learning and make meaningful progress from their individual starting points.

Teaching and Learning
At Marshfields School, teaching is tailored to meet individual needs and support all pupils to succeed.
Our approach includes:
· Personalised learning strategies
· Adapted teaching approaches to support engagement
· A strong focus on communication and interaction
· Consistent routines and structured learning environments
· High expectations for all pupils
Staff use ongoing assessment to inform teaching and ensure pupils make sustained progress over time.

 


THE SCHOOL DAY

The school day is carefully structured to provide pupils with a consistent routine, clear expectations and a balance of learning, wellbeing and personal development opportunities.
Pupils arrive between 8:40am and 8:50am and enter through the main school entrance. They go directly to their classrooms, where they are welcomed by their class teacher.
Primary pupils gather in the school hall at their class tables and are supported to transition to class together at 8:50am.
Daily timetable
8:40 – 8:50 Arrival
Pupils arrive and go to their classrooms, supported by staff.
8:50 – 9:00 Morning Registration
Pupils are registered, and arrangements for lunch and snacks are confirmed.
9:00 – 9:45 Literacy
9:45 – 10:00 Snack and Story
Pupils have a healthy snack and drink, provided by home. They consume this in class while listening to or reading a book. This supports safe supervision while eating and encourages a love of reading.
10:00 – 10:15 Break
Pupils access their designated outdoor play areas.
10:15 – 10:30 Tutor Time
This may include assemblies, current affairs discussions, emotional literacy programmes, sensory circuits or physiotherapy. Activities are planned based on individual needs and may take place daily or weekly.
10:30 – 11:15 Numeracy


Curriculum lessons
From 11:15am onwards, pupils take part in a range of curriculum lessons which continue throughout the rest of the school day, including both morning and afternoon sessions.
Learning during this time is carefully planned based on each pupil’s pathway, key stage and individual needs.
All pupils access a range of personal development themes, including:
· Preparation for Adulthood 
· Personal Safety 
· Relationships 
· Health and Wellbeing 
· Citizenship and British Values 

Pupils also access a broad and balanced curriculum, including:
· Science (Biology, Physics and Chemistry) 
· Physical Education (PE) 

In Key Stage 2 and 3, pupils also study:
· Religious Education 
· Geography 
· History 
· Art and Design 
· Music and Performing Arts 
In Key Stage 4, pupils work towards qualifications in Literacy, Numeracy, Science and Life Skills, alongside option subjects.
These lessons take place across the following times:
· 11:15 – 12:00 
· 1:05 – 1:50 
· 2:05 – 2:50 
12:00 – 12:50 Lunch and Break
12:50 – 1:05 Afternoon Registration and Tutor Time
This may include current affairs discussions, emotional literacy programmes, sensory circuits or physiotherapy. Activities are planned based on individual needs and may take place daily or weekly.
1:50 – 2:05 Break
End of the school day
2:50 – 3:05 Preparation for Dismissal
Pupils collect their belongings and prepare to leave school.
From 3:05pm Dismissal
Pupils are supported to their transport or collected by parents/carers.
Pupils travelling by transport are supported to their designated bus stops within school and escorted safely to their vehicles.
Explorers Pathway primary pupils remain in their classroom and are escorted directly to transport with enhanced staffing ratios to ensure safety and support.
Dismissal is usually complete by 3:20pm.





Annual Reviews
The Annual Review is an important opportunity to come together to discuss your child’s progress and ensure they are receiving the right support to meet their needs.
Reviews take place at least once a year and involve parents/carers, school staff and, where appropriate, other professionals working with your child. The meeting provides a chance to:
· Share and celebrate progress and achievements
· Review current targets and outcomes
· Discuss any changes in needs or provision
· Agree next steps to support ongoing development
At Marshfields, Annual Reviews are usually led by your child’s class teacher, who knows them well. As a result, meetings are arranged within the availability of teaching staff and follow a structured timetable across the school.
Meetings may take place in person, via Microsoft Teams, or over the phone, depending on what is most suitable. Please note that meetings cannot take place after the school day.
We use Evidence for Learning to record and share your child’s progress over time. This helps to build a clear picture of their development across learning, communication and independence, and forms part of the information shared during the review.
Parents and carers are a key part of the process. You will be invited to contribute your views and attend the meeting so that decisions can be made together, in the best interests of your child.
Following the review, a report is shared with the Local Authority, who consider any recommended updates.
We value working in partnership with families and aim to ensure every pupil is supported to make meaningful progress and continue developing their independence.


Communication
We communicate with families in a range of ways to ensure you are kept informed about your child’s learning, progress and school life. Our approach is designed to be clear, consistent and accessible.
Our main methods of communication are:
· SIMS Parent App – used for key messages, updates, and essential school communication 
· Admicity – Forms and consents must be completed via your child’s Admicity Profile
· Evidence for Learning – used to share your child’s progress, achievements and learning experiences 
· School website and social media – used for general information, news and reminders 
When your child joins the school, you will be provided with login details for these systems.
All routine communication is shared digitally. Paper copies are not routinely issued but can be provided on request.
How communication works
School → SIMS/Admicity → Parent/Carer
School → Evidence for Learning → Parent/Carer
School → Website/Social Media → Families
· Important messages, forms and updates are shared through SIMS/Admicity 
· Your child’s learning and progress are shared through Evidence for Learning 
· Wider updates and reminders are shared via the website and social media 
Using Admicity 
Admicity is a secure, password-protected platform that allows you to:
· View and update your child’s information at any time 
· Complete forms and provide consent digitally 
· Receive reminders for any outstanding information 
· Access key school communications in one place 
This helps ensure the school always holds the most up-to-date and accurate information about your child, including medical, SEN and contact details.

Using Evidence for Learning
Evidence for Learning is an app-based system that allows you to see your child’s learning journey.
Through the app, you will:
· Receive posts showing your child’s achievements and activities 
· See how learning links to individual targets and progress 
· Be able to add your own photos, videos or comments from home 
· View learning in a clear, ongoing timeline 
This creates a shared picture of your child’s development between school and home.
Accessing communication
If you need support accessing any of our communication systems, please contact the school office on 01733 568058, and a member of staff will be happy to help.
Key expectations
To ensure you receive important information:
· The SIMS/Admicity systems must be checked regularly 
· Evidence for Learning should be checked to stay up to date with your child’s progress 
· Contact details must be kept up to date 
· Any issues accessing communication should be reported promptly 
Why this matters
Clear communication between school and home helps us to:
· Keep your child safe 
· Support their learning and progress 
· Ensure information is accurate and up to date 
· Build strong partnerships with families



Behaviour and Wellbeing
We use a therapeutic approach to behaviour based on Team Teach principles. This supports pupils to understand their emotions, develop self-regulation and build positive relationships.
What is Team Teach?
Team Teach is an approach used in many schools to support children with their behaviour in a safe, calm and respectful way. It focuses on understanding why behaviours happen, helping pupils to regulate their emotions, and using positive strategies to prevent situations from escalating. The emphasis is always on de-escalation, support and keeping everyone safe.
Our HIVE expectations underpin behaviour across the school:
· H – Helpful: listening, following instructions, being kind and supporting others
· I – Inspiring: sharing ideas, working as a team and being a positive role model
· V – Values: showing respect, using manners and doing your best
· E – Empowering: taking responsibility, making choices and developing independence
Pupils are supported to develop independence and make positive choices in a safe and structured environment.
House System
The House system is an important part of school life and supports a strong sense of belonging and community.
All pupils are placed in one of four Houses:
· Red
· Blue
· Green
· Yellow
Through the House system, pupils:
· Take part in competitions and events
· Earn House Points for effort, achievement and behaviour
· Develop teamwork and leadership skills
House events take place throughout the year and contribute to a shared sense of pride and achievement across the school.
Uniform
Our uniform promotes a sense of pride, belonging and readiness for learning. It has been designed to be smart, comfortable and appropriate for pupils’ individual needs.
Pupils are expected to wear full school uniform each day, including when travelling to and from school. Uniform should be well-presented and suitable for a school environment, with all items clearly labelled with the pupil’s name.
A small number of compulsory branded items are required for all new starters. Other items may be branded or unbranded but must be plain, with no logos, patterns or slogans. Pupils should wear standard school uniform daily, and PE kit should be worn on PE days, including a house-coloured T-shirt, which will be confirmed prior to purchase.
To ensure consistency and safety:
· Hoodies are not permitted
· Jewellery must be minimal (one pair of stud earrings only)
· Hair should be of a natural colour and appropriate for school
· Make-up should be natural and age-appropriate (Key Stage 4 only)
· Smart watches and electronic devices are not permitted
From September 2026, pupils joining the school are expected to follow the updated uniform guidance. Pupils already on roll may continue to wear their current uniform until items require replacement.

Please ensure all personal belongings are clearly labelled with your child’s name. If your child brings money into school, this can be handed to their class teacher for safe keeping. We recommend that valuable items are not brought into school.
If your child brings a mobile phone, it will be handed in at the start of the day and returned to them at the end of the school day.
While we take care to look after pupils’ belongings, the school is unable to accept responsibility for any loss or damage.


Attendance, Absence and Leave
School starts at 8:50am, and we ask that all pupils are in class and ready to learn by this time. Registers are taken promptly and close at 9:20am.
Good attendance is important to support your child’s progress, wellbeing and sense of routine.
If your child is unable to attend school, please contact us on the first day of absence and keep us updated on any subsequent days. This helps us to ensure your child is safe and appropriately supported.
You can report an absence by:

If your child has an ongoing medical condition and evidence is already held by the school, you do not need to provide this information each day unless there is a change.
We ask that holidays and other absences including medical appointments are not taken during term time, as this can have an impact on your child’s learning and progress. If there are exceptional circumstances, a leave of absence must be requested in advance and agreed by the Headteacher in line with current legislation.
Requests for leave of absence should be made by emailing:

Please allow at least 4 weeks’ notice for any request.
The school day ends at 3:05pm, when dismissal begins. Pupils are either collected by parents/carers or supported onto their transport. Dismissal is usually completed by 3:20pm.
For safeguarding reasons, pupils will only be released to a known parent/carer or agreed adult. If collection arrangements change, please inform the school in advance so we can ensure a safe and smooth dismissal.
Thank you for your support in helping your child attend school regularly and on time.







First Aid and Medical Needs
The health, safety and wellbeing of all pupils is a priority at Marshfields School. We have trained first aid staff on site at all times to respond to accidents, injuries or illness and to ensure pupils are supported appropriately.
If your child becomes unwell or is injured during the school day, they will be assessed by a member of the First Aid team and appropriate action will be taken. Where necessary, parents/carers will be contacted and, in more serious cases, medical assistance will be sought. All incidents are recorded and monitored to ensure ongoing safety and care.
If an ambulance is required, the school will contact emergency services immediately and then inform parents/carers as soon as possible. A member of staff will remain with your child at all times to ensure they are supported and reassured.
Medicines in School
Some pupils may require medication during the school day. In order for this to be safely managed:
· A written request from parents/carers must be provided before any medication can be administered
· All medication must be handed directly to the school office by an adult and should not be brought in by pupils
· Medication must be in its original packaging with a pharmacy label, clearly showing the correct dosage
· No medication can be given without parental consent
If your child has asthma, they must have an inhaler available in school at all times.
Supporting Your Child
Please ensure the school is kept up to date with any medical information, including diagnoses, allergies or changes to medication. This allows us to provide the best possible care and respond effectively to your child’s needs.
Medical Information Checklist
To help us support your child safely, please ensure that:
· All medical conditions are shared with the school
· Any required medication is provided with the correct documentation
· Emergency contact details are up to date
· Consent forms for first aid and medical treatment are completed
We are committed to working in partnership with families to ensure all pupils are safe, well supported and able to access learning.

School Meals
School meals are prepared on site and served in the dining hall where pupils are supported by staff to ensure a calm, positive and structured lunchtime experience.
Meals must be paid for in advance using the School Gateway App or by sending payment into school. The cost of a school meal is set by the Schools’ Meal Service, from September 2026 it will be £3.98.
Please note: The New Guidance which comes into force for September 2026: https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/free-school-meals-guidance-for-schools-and-local-authorities 
ALL parents and carers will be required to apply for free school meals who are eligible, even if they have had them previously. There is no automatic renewal this year. Further information and applications can be made online:

We support pupils with special dietary requirements, including medical and religious needs. A vegetarian option is always available.
Pupils may bring a packed lunch if preferred. Packed lunches are stored safely until lunchtime, and all pupils eat together to promote a shared and inclusive experience.
Packed lunches should be healthy and balanced to support pupils’ wellbeing, concentration and development throughout the school day.
What does a healthy packed lunch look like?
A balanced lunch helps your child stay focused, feel well and enjoy their day at school.
A good packed lunch should include:
· Fruit or vegetables (e.g. apple, banana, carrot sticks, cucumber) 
· A main item (e.g. sandwich, wrap, pasta or rice) 
· A protein food (e.g. chicken, tuna, egg, cheese, beans or hummus) 
· A dairy item (e.g. yoghurt, cheese, fromage frais) 
· A drink (e.g. water, milk or small fruit juice)

Important guidance for packed lunches
To maintain a healthy and safe school environment, the following items are not allowed in packed lunches:
· Nuts or nut-based products (including peanut butter and similar items) 
· Fizzy drinks 
· Sweets 
· Solid chocolate items 
· Food from fast food outlets 
These items are not permitted in school. If they are brought into school, they will be removed by staff, stored safely, and returned home at the end of the school day.
Packed lunches must also meet the following expectations:
· Drinks must be provided in unbreakable containers 
· Lunches must be brought in a clearly labelled lunchbox or insulated bag with a cold pack or block to keep it cool. There are no facilities to refrigerate or heat items in school. 
· Any non-packaged food must include allergy information 
If a packed lunch does not meet these expectations on a regular basis, the school will contact parents/carers to agree appropriate next steps.
Allergy Safety
We have pupils in school with serious food allergies. Even small amounts of certain foods, particularly nuts, can pose a significant risk.
All families must support the school in maintaining a safe environment by:
· Not including nuts or nut-based products in packed lunches 
· Clearly identifying ingredients where food is not in original packaging 
· Informing the school of any known allergies or dietary needs 
Your support is essential in ensuring that all pupils can eat safely and confidently.








Transport and Independent Travel
Transport to and from Marshfields School is arranged and managed by the Local Authority. The school does not organise or allocate transport.
If your child is eligible, you will need to apply directly once their placement has been confirmed:

Daily Journey

Home → Transport (bus/taxi) → Marshfields School → Transport → Home
Pupils are supported by school staff when arriving at and leaving school to ensure a safe transition between transport and the school day.
At the end of the school day, pupils travelling by taxi or bus will be supported onto their transport by staff. For pupils being collected from a drop-off point, it is the responsibility of parents/carers to decide whether their child will be met. Transport escorts are not able to take pupils to the door.
Transport is organised by the Local Authority and will not run early, but may occasionally be delayed due to traffic, weather or other unforeseen circumstances.
Please note that while pupils are on transport, they remain under the responsibility of the transport provider and Local Authority. The school does not have authority to intervene during transport journeys. For example, if a pupil refuses to get off transport, school staff are not able to remove them from the vehicle.
If you would like your child to be dropped off at a different address, this must be arranged directly with the Local Authority and confirmed with the school in writing in advance.
Independent Travel
As part of preparing for adulthood, we encourage families to support their child in developing independent travel skills when they feel this is appropriate.
If a parent/carer feels their child is ready, the school can support this by allowing pupils to leave site independently, with written parental consent in place. All arrangements should be discussed with the school in advance to ensure a safe and well-planned transition.
It is important that parents/carers feel confident their child can travel safely. The decision for independent travel always remains with the parent/carer.

If you are unsure, it can be helpful to begin with short, supported journeys and build confidence gradually.

Frequently Asked Questions
What if transport is late?
Transport is managed by the Local Authority and may occasionally be delayed. If it does not arrive, parents/carers remain responsible for ensuring their child is safely collected or cared for.
Who do I contact about transport?
All queries regarding transport, including routes, timings or changes, should be directed to the Local Authority.
Will my child be taken to the door at home?
No. Escorts support pupils on and off transport, but do not take pupils to the door.
Can my child travel independently from school?
Yes, with written parental consent and agreement with the school in advance. This ensures appropriate procedures are in place for a safe dismissal.
Who decides if my child is ready to travel independently?
This decision sits with parents/carers. We encourage families to consider their child’s safety, confidence and ability before making this decision.
Can the school assess or train my child for independent travel?
The school does not provide independent travel training. Families are encouraged to support their child in developing these skills when they feel ready.
What happens if my child changes their mind or feels unsure?
It is important that pupils feel confident and safe. We recommend building independence gradually and keeping communication open with your child and the school.
Who is responsible once my child leaves the school site independently?
Once a pupil leaves the school site, responsibility transfers to the parent/carer.
Photographs, Video and Social Media
We value using photographs and videos to celebrate pupils’ achievements and capture their experiences in school. These may be used within school, on displays, in learning journals, or as part of communication with families.
We will always seek your consent to take and use images of your child. This helps us to enhance their educational experience and create a record of their time at Marshfields.

Frequently Asked Questions
Will my child’s image be used without permission?
No. We will only use images where consent has been given.
Where might images be used?
Images may be used within school, on displays, in learning platforms, on the website, or on social media where appropriate.
Can I change my consent later?
Yes. You can update your preferences at any time by contacting the school office.
Will personal information be shared with images?
We take care to protect pupils’ privacy and do not share personal details alongside images.

Educational and Off-Site Visits
Educational visits and off-site activities are an important part of life at Marshfields School. They provide valuable opportunities for pupils to apply their learning in real-life contexts, develop independence, and take part in enriching experiences beyond the classroom.
To enable your child to take part in these opportunities, the consent form must be completed via the Admicity profile to confirm that you are happy for your child:
· To take part in school trips and off-site activities
· To receive first aid or urgent medical treatment if required during a visit
What does this consent cover?
Your consent will cover a wide range of activities, including:
· Local visits within the community during the school day
· Off-site sporting fixtures and enrichment activities
· Adventure activities
· Visits that may take place outside of the normal school day, including evenings, weekends or residential trips
You will always receive information about specific trips and activities in advance.
For most low-risk, curriculum-based visits (such as local trips during the school day), separate written consent will not be requested each time, as these form part of the planned curriculum.
While off-site visits can provide valuable experiences, we also regularly bring activities, visitors and specialist providers into school. This allows us to create inclusive opportunities that can be accessed by a wider range of pupils, ensuring more students are able to take part in meaningful and enriching experiences. We aim to provide the right experience for the right pupil at the right time, ensuring that all opportunities are carefully matched to individual needs.
Safety and Risk Management
The safety and wellbeing of pupils is always our priority. As part of our safeguarding responsibilities, all visits are carefully planned and risk assessed. This includes assessing each pupil on an individual basis to ensure that it is safe and appropriate for them to take part in an off-site activity.
Staff consider pupils’ needs, levels of support required, staffing ratios and the environment when planning visits. Where it is not possible to ensure a safe experience, alternative arrangements may be put in place.
We take all reasonable steps to ensure that pupils are safe, supported and able to access each experience with confidence.
Your choice
You can withdraw consent or request that your child does not take part in a specific visit at any time by contacting the school.
Frequently Asked Questions
Will I be told about trips in advance?
Yes. Information will be shared before each visit so you are aware of the arrangements.
Do I need to give permission for every trip?
Not always. Many local visits are part of the curriculum and covered by your initial consent.
Can I say no to a specific trip?
Yes. You can choose for your child not to take part in a particular activity if you wish.
Why are off-site visits important?
They help pupils develop independence, confidence and the ability to apply their learning in real-life situations.



Safeguarding and Child Protection

The safety, wellbeing and protection of all pupils is a priority at Marshfields School. We are committed to providing a safe, secure and supportive environment where every pupil feels valued, listened to and protected.
Safeguarding underpins all aspects of school life and is everyone’s responsibility.

Our Approach
We take a proactive and consistent approach to safeguarding, ensuring that pupils are supported both in school and beyond.
Our approach includes:
· Creating a safe and inclusive environment where pupils feel confident to speak to a trusted adult 
· Supporting pupils to understand how to keep themselves safe, including online 
· Ensuring all staff are trained in line with Keeping Children Safe in Education (KCSIE) requirements 
· Working in partnership with families and external professionals, including Children’s Services 
· Following clear procedures for reporting and responding to concerns 

Safeguarding Team
We have a dedicated safeguarding team who oversee all aspects of safeguarding and child protection across the school.

Deputy Designated Safeguarding Leads:
Members of the Senior Leadership Team and Pastoral Team

The safeguarding team is trained in line with statutory requirements and local safeguarding partnership guidance.

How We Keep Pupils Safe
We take a wide-ranging approach to ensure pupils are safe at all times. This includes:
· Maintaining a secure school site with clear visitor procedures 
· Carrying out safer recruitment checks in line with statutory guidance 
· Promoting positive behaviour, wellbeing and emotional regulation 
· Teaching pupils about personal safety, relationships and online safety as part of the curriculum 
· Recording and responding to safeguarding concerns using clear reporting systems 
· Working with external agencies where appropriate to support pupils and families
