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UNIFORM POLICY

Our uniform policy is agreed with parents / carers, governors, and the Student Council.  As a School we believe that uniform promotes a sense of pride and belonging.

All students are to wear uniform throughout the day from when they leave home to when they return. Students will also normally be expected to wear their uniform on any school trips unless indicated otherwise by the Headteacher.  

Uniform is not a fashion item. It is designed to be both formal and comfortable. If there are any concerns, or your child needs reasonable adjustments to support their SEND needs, please contact the school.

The overall impression should be that of a well-groomed individual who takes pride in their appearance.

In the case of extreme weather, the Headteacher has discretion to relax the uniform policy. This will be communicated to students as they arrive at the school. Students should assume that, unless directed otherwise, they should wear their usual uniform each day.

GENERAL REQUIRMENTS 
 
Hair: 	

Hair should be well groomed, and hairstyles should be conventional and of a natural colour. Haircuts may not include patterns or logos. Students with unnatural coloured hair will be sent home until it has returned to a natural colour.
 
Hats and scarves: 

Hats are allowed only in extreme weather conditions, cap or sun hat in summer and a beanie or bobble hat in winter, hats with adjoining scarves are not permitted. Scarves of any type are not allowed due to health and safety. Hats may not be worn at any time in the school building.
 
Sun cream: 

In hot weather sun cream should be applied at home before a student comes to school. Students bringing sun cream into school to reapply may bring roll-on suncream only. Spray and open nozzle sun cream is not permitted in school. 

Jewellery: 	

Jewellery should be discreet and safe, no large earrings – just one stud pair.  No spacers, bar or dangling earrings. No rings, bracelets or chains are permissible.   
 
Make up:	

No make-up, nail varnish, or false nails or lashes to be worn by students in Key Stage 2 and Key Stage 3. Key Stage 4 students are allowed natural, subtle make-up and clear nail varnish applied to natural nails. Make-up deemed by staff to be excessive they will be asked to remove it. 
 
Piercing: 	

A nose stud is permitted if it is discreet.  No other visible piercings are permitted.  They will have to be removed. 
 
Accessories and Devices: 

Smart watches are not permitted in school. All mobile phones, tablets and electronic devices - the school Mobile Phone Policy applies. 
 
Coats:        

Should be practical for use in school in all weathers.  
       Hoodies are not allowed on any occasion.

Black school branded V-neck jumper. Non-branded if preferred. 
School branded white polo shirt. Non-branded if preferred. 
Black trousers or skirt.
Tights or socks.
Black shoes.
Black tailored shorts (Permitted in Term 5 and 6)
Light blue gingham dress. (Permitted in Term 5 and 6)


SCHOOL UNIFORM, KEY STAGE 3: Years 7-9

Branded V-neck jumper. 
School tie to be worn with top button fastened to the neck (Optional)
White shirt (long sleeve or short sleeve).
Black trousers or skirt.
Tights or socks.
Black shoes. 
Black tailored shorts (Permitted in Term 5 and 6)


SCHOOL UNIFORM, KEY STAGE 4: Years 10-11

Branded blazer (Optional)
School tie to be worn with top button fastened to the neck (Optional)
White shirt (long sleeve or short sleeve)
Black trousers or skirt
Tights or socks
Black shoes
Black tailored shorts (Permitted in Term 5 and 6)


SCHOOL PE UNIFORM, KEY STAGE 2 TO KEY STAGE 4

· Plain black jogging bottoms
· Plain black long sport shorts
· Marshfields branded PE polo top or plain black polo top
· Plain Black or white trainers
· Marshfields school jumper or plain black V-necked sweatshirt may be worn if required

DETAIL

Black trousers: A formal style either with shaped leg, boot-cut or standard fit.  Tight fitting trousers are not permissible.  Trousers should be worn fastened at the waist. Denim Jeans material is not allowed. 

Belts:		Formal, black and plain.

Skirt: 	Black skirt stitched down knife pleat; length must be closer to the ankle than the knee.

Shorts: 	School shorts should be knee length and tailored. PE sport shorts are permitted but must be plain black and are only to be worn on PE days.

Shirt: 		Shirts must be worn tucked into trousers or skirt and have a top button that allows the tie (if worn) to be worn correctly.  

Shoes:	Should be smart black (natural or synthetic leather) and worn at all times.  No other materials are allowed.   Students are not permitted to wear trainers, boots or open toe footwear unless agreed directly with the Headteacher. 

Shoes should be of a sensible design and height covering the entire foot. 

At lunchtime students may wear trainers when taking part in sport. 

Socks:		Black and plain, ankle length or longer. Plain black or natural tights are also acceptable for students wearing a skirt.

Coats: 		Should be practical for used in school in all weathers. Hoodies of any description do not class as a coat and should not be worn as such.

Uniform that is not purchased from total clothing is allowed however must be plain. No branded logos, words, symbols, patterns or stripes are allowed on any uniform. PE trainers should be plain black or white. 
 
All uniform, water bottles, pencil cases, bags and coats must be clearly labelled. School staff are not responsible for your child’s belongings.
 
FOLLOW-UP

If a student is not conforming to the uniform policy: 

· He / she may be required to remove the offending item if possible. 
· He / she may be given a verbal warning and a date to correct it by. 
· A letter and/or phone call home will be made. 
· The child and family will be offered support to resolve. 
· Parent/carer maybe requested to collect the child and change them into the correct uniform before returning them to school. 
· The child may be removed from formal lessons with peers and taught in isolation until the uniform is compliant. 
· Reasonable adjustments will be made.

Please note these are not sequential.

Second Hand uniform is available to purchase directly from school. Parents can email the office for sizes and items available.
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
