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Our School Behaviour Promise

At Marshfields School, we want every child to feel safe, happy, cared for, and included.
We help children learn how to make good choices and behave kindly to others.
How we help children behave well:
• We teach children what is right and wrong
• We praise good behaviour
• We celebrate small successes
• We help children calm down when they feel upset

Clear rules:
Children are expected to be kind and respectful, listen to adults, look after school property, wear the correct uniform, and try their best.
Rewards and praise:
We celebrate good behaviour with praise, HIVE points, certificates like Star of the Week, and assemblies.
When behaviour is tricky:
Sometimes children feel angry, worried, or overwhelmed. Behaviour is a way children tell us how they feel. We help by talking calmly, giving time, and using quiet spaces.
Extra help for some children:
Some children have a Behaviour Plan to help staff support them. Parents are always involved.
Positive handling:
Very rarely, trained staff may use gentle physical support to keep everyone safe. Parents are always told.
Sanctions:
If rules are broken, children may have time out or detention. Very rarely, suspension or exclusion may be used.

Bullying:
Bullying is not allowed. We act quickly and support children.
Working with parents:
We work closely with parents to support children at home and school.
In simple words:
We teach kindness, keep everyone safe, and help children grow into happy, respectful people.
